Heõeia Stream Restoration Project 
The Heᾶeia Stream Restoration Project is a large scale riparian (stream side) restoration 

project aimed at restoring and maintaining the native forest around a 2000 foot section 

of upper Heᾶeia Stream.  Along with the removal of non-native and  invasive vegetation 

and replanting with native plant species, the project includes installing erosion control  

methods to address eroding stream banks. Additionally, the project will host workshops 

to educate the residents in the Heᾶeia watershed about techniques to reduce fertilizers 

applied to individual lawns and other methods to improve water quality and watershed 

health.  So far, in 2010, over 600 volunteers have dedicated more than 2000 hours of 

service to the Heᾶeia Stream Restoration Project.  Thanks to their efforts we have 

cleared, mulched and replanted nearly 800 square feet of riparian habitat.

The April 17th Heᾶeia Stream Restoration Project Work Day boasted an impressive 130 

volunteers  who helped to clear a large area of human rubbish and weeds that was later 

planted with over 100 Hapuᾶu and various other natives such as óOhiᾶa and Maile.

Kokua Day and 2-day Kokua Festival.  Concert goers stopped by the HOK booth to    

locate their home on our watershed map and discuss ways that polluted run-off can

Hawaiᾶiôs fragile ecosystems.
